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Among the ways to reach men’s minds there are logics (the reasoned argument for
adventurous individual freedom against the dull conformity of the herd); sentiment (the
family, the nation); and association (that of which we are proud because we received it
from our ancestors and which we aspire to hand on to our descendants0. But there is
another way to men’s minds, and that is through the material conditions under which they
live.
