	一、課程目標：
Among the classical works on indigenous death rites, the meaning of death is conceptualized as separation in terms of crisis.  Thus we gain the consideration of “re-integration” and “re-establishment.”  In this phrase, death is focused on its various conditions, and the concept of functionalism dominates most essays.  Death, through ritual practices, acquires its cultural meanings as a breach in order between everyday life and the supernatural world, and as a rite of regeneration for the remaining members of the group.  Rituals are thus strategically interpreted in symbolic perspectives, as a rite of passage (e.g. van Gennep 1960[1908]) and as a representation of sexuality and fertility (e.g. Bloch and Parry ed. 1982).  

Yet, as much as these analyses have produced, recent studies of indigenous headhunting practice provide alternative discussions of emotion.  For example, Michelle Rosaldo (1987[1980]) insists that studies of headhunting, (at least in the Ilongot case,) should focus on the relationship between “the accomplishments and claims of individual men and people’s view of what it is that orders and gives life to social groups” (pp228-9).  R. Rosaldo (1984) describes how rage-in-bereavement could impel men to headhunt as an expression of a unique emotional “cultural force.”  In Kenneth George’s study (1996), pangngae, a headhunting ceremony brings an end to communal mourning.  By using headhunting as an example, The goal of this course wants to explain why does the study of indigenous headhunting represent the “historical forces,” and how does the headhunting studies shift its focus from ritual perspectives to the aspect of emotion?  Methodologically how do ritualistic discourses, in terms of singing and lyrics etc., provide similar/different understanding of death?
