	1、 課程目標：
The focus of this course is on the Indigenous studies in Taiwan with links to Indigenous peoples in other part of the world. The course provides the opportunity for student to see the Indigenous world through a set of multiple lenses and develop a more complex understanding of Indigenous societies, the issues that Indigenous peoples are facing, how they are dealing with them and the relationship between Indigenous and settler societies. Indigenous people are presented as contemporary peoples who have histories and world views which are now being explored, which are viewed as legitimate and which are being used as the basis of everyday life. As a trans-disciplinary area of study, frameworks of history, sociology, anthropology, economics, linguistics, political studies, cultural studies, critical theory, law, gender studies, organizational studies, art history, are utilized among others to examine and analyze the everyday structures and processes of Indigenous life. The course provides the opportunity for student to see Indigenous peoples’ perspectives in a dynamic, creative and inclusive way.

	五、教學要求及進行方式之建議：
The course draws from a mixture of world Indigenous knowledge, with a strong focus on interactive learning. The course is a mixture of reading, lecture, discussion and media. Basic course material will be provided; the weekly seminars allow for discussion of the material presented as well as exploration of other material. The approach taken by the course is on reading, interpretation, discussion, lecture and reflection. Learning is fostered through a combination of these activities. 

	六、課程成績評定之依據和標準：
Leading Discussion
One seminar presentation will be completed by each student on a course topic and readings. It is expected that each presentation will consist of a verbal presentation by the student, who will also lead the class in an interactive activity/discussion reflection upon the issues or topics of the reading presented. Students are also expected to submit a written summary and key points of their presentation. 
Term Paper

Each student is required to prepare a scholarly manuscript on topic relevant to the subjects covered in this class. The purpose of the paper is to demonstrate that you can apply the process analysis techniques learned in this class to an area of Indigenous Studies of your choosing. Paper format please follow “Editorial Notes, Call for Manuscripts, and Submission Guidelines” of the Taiwan Journal of Indigenous Studies. 
Attendance & Participation
It is expected that each student will do the required readings, attended weekly seminars, and also be respectful of other students and instructors.
