Verb

1. Refresh one's memory.

2. Bring to a highly developed, finished, or refined state; "polish your social manners".

Verb

1. Be in motion due to some air or water current; "The leaves were blowing in the wind"; "the boat drifted on the lake"; "The sailboat was adrift on the open sea"; "the shipwrecked boat drifted away from the shore".

2. Wander from a direct course or at random; "The child strayed from the path and her parents lost sight of her"; "don't drift from the set course".
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Verb

1. To cause to separate and go in different directions, of crowds, for example; "She waved her hand and scattered the crows.".

2. Move away from each other; "The crowds dispersed"; "The children scattered in all directions when the teacher approached";.

3. Distribute loosely; "He scattered gun powder under the wagon.".

4. Sow by scattering.

5. Cause to separate; "break up kidney stones"; "disperse particles".

6. Strew or distribute over an area; "He spread fertilizer over the lawn"; "scatter cards across the table".

Synonyms: dispel (v), disperse (v), dissipate (v), spread (v), spread out (v), sprinkle (v).

1. (poetic) tranquil silence; "the still of the night".

Verb

1. Become quiet or still; fall silent; "hush my baby!".

2. Cause to be quiet or not talk; "Please silence the children in the church!".

1. A small hard particle; "a grain of sand".
