Proclaim

Verb

1. Declare formally; declare someone to be something; of titles: "He was proclaimed King".

2. State or announce; " `I am not a Communist,' " he exclaimed; "The King will proclaim an amnesty".

3. Affirm or declare as an attribute or quality of; "The speech predicated the fitness of the candidate to be President".

4. Praise, glorify, or honor: "extol the virtues of one's children"; "glorify one's spouse's cooking".

Synonyms: exalt (v), exclaim (v), extol (v), glorify (v), laud (v).
Soothe

Verb

1. Give moral or emotional strength to.

2. Cause to feel better; "the medicine soothes the pain of the inflammation".

Synonyms: comfort (v), console (v), solace (v).
Nuisance

Noun

1. Something or someone that causes trouble; a source of unhappiness; "a bit of a bother".

2. A bothersome annoying person; "that kid is a terrible pain".

Synonyms: annoyance (n), bother (n), pain (n), pain in the ass (n), pain in the neck (n).
Diorama

Noun

1. A picture (or series of pictures) representing a continuous scene.

Synonyms: cyclorama (n), panorama (n).
Indelible

Adjective

1. Cannot be removed, washed away or erased; "an indelible stain".

Synonym: unerasable (adj).
Radiate

Verb

1. Send out rays or waves; "The sun radiates heat".

2. Send out real or metaphoric rays; "She radiates happiness".

3. Extend or spread outward from a center or focus or inward towards a center; "spokes radiate from the hub of the wheel"; "This plants radiates spines in all directions".

4. Esp. of the complexion: show a strong bright color, such as red or pink; "Her face glowed when she came out of the sauna".

5. Cause to be seen by emitting light as if in rays; "The sun is radiating".

6. Experience a feeling of well-being or happiness, as from good health or an intense emotion; "She was beaming with joy"; "Her face radiated with happiness".

Pass Out

Verb

1. Pass out from weakness, physical or emotional distress due to a loss of blood supply to the brain.

2. Lose consciousness due to a sudden trauma, for example.

Synonyms: black out (v), conk (v), faint (v), swoon (v), zonk out (v).
Intrigue

Verb

1. Cause to be interested or curious.

2. Form intrigues (for) in an underhand manner.

Synonyms: machination (n), connive (v), fascinate (v), scheme (v).
Deprive

Verb

1. Take away possessions from someone; "The Nazis stripped the Jews of all their assets".

2. Keep from having, keeping, or obtaining.

3. Take away.

Synonyms: divest (v), impoverish (v), strip (v).
Reckless

Adjective

1. Marked by unthinking boldness; with defiant disregard for danger or consequences; "foolhardy enough to try to seize the gun from the hijacker"; "became the fiercest and most reckless of partisans"-Macaulay; "a reckless driver"; "a rash attempt to climb the World Trade Center".

2. Characterized by careless unconcerned; "the heedless generosity and the spasmodic extravagance of persons used to large fortunes"- Edith Wharton; "reckless squandering of public funds".

Synonyms: foolhardy (adj), heedless (adj), rash (adj).
Dump

Verb

1. As of refuse; "No dumping in these woods!".

2. Get rid of unceremoniously or irresponsibly; "The company dumped him after many years of service"
